Vision Statement

Our new Math Enrichment Club (MEC) is a parent-led after school enrichment activity geared to challenge and broaden the math understanding of students in fun and creative ways. The group will be targeted for the grades groups, K-2 and 3-5. Additionally, parents will share ideas and tools to enhance their child’s learning at home.

Are there any costs involved? 

The cost is free. We have a modest budget funded through our PTA. However, we do ask that parents be willing to donate snacks for our students. A sign up sheet will be circulated to schedule our participation. Also, any donations of any items that may facilitate our activities would be greatly appreciated.

What is expected?

We expect everyone to come prepared to explore, learn and share during activity time. It is important for club members to understand that the MEC sessions are for parents (or guardians) who attend with a child. NO CHILD MAY ATTEND WITHOUT AN ADULT. 

Any parent desiring to participate as a Math Enrichment leader should attend a parent lesson planning session prior to leading a session. The dates of the planning meeting will be sent out via e-mail and at MEC sessions. With strong parental support our new program will grow and flourish

Throughout the year we ask that students keep a portfolio of their work.  By the end year we would like to obtain samples from our student’s portfolio to be part of a display at school highlighting our student’s activities and accomplishments.  

Are there any enrollment limits?

 Initially, we will not be concerned about our class size. However, everyone is asked to sign up on our enrollment list. We are comfortable that as many as 50 persons could be accommodated readily in our meeting space.

What activities will we be doing?

The basic outline for our sessions will consists of an engagement activity, an exploration activity and a home activity.  Our session will last for 1 hour and 15 minutes. Our group will draw from many resources which include educational research literature, FAMILY MATH II, The Math Circle (http://www.themathcircle.org/) and Helping Your Child Learn Mathematics. Additionally, we plan to consult with our teachers and gifted and talented specialist for ideas.

Also, at each meeting handouts and articles and will be made available on some aspect of math education.  

What are some long range goals of the club?

As this is a club, our initial focus will center on having fun and dynamic family learning sessions. However, as we get the ball rolling, some of the long range goals include:

(1) Bringing in quest speakers on special topics (careers, science, math competitions in middle school etc.)

(2) Summer field trip

(3) Establish relationship with educational researcher at local universities.

(4) Apply for the Parental Involvement in Education Grant Program sponsored by General Mills in 2006.
