- This school year the PTA has sponsored the puppetry; percussion presentations; and the school’s new mobile on display in the Media center created by our students and artist, Kevin Reese. - Principal’s report noted 10 ways to help your child do well in school. 

- Reviewed 1st benchmark Assessments in Math.  Our goal is 85%, and we are currently approaching 80% in all grades.

- Largest subgroup is FARMS (free and reduced lunch). This is approaching 1/3 of school’s population. Up from 105 last school year to 175 this school year. - Monica is willing to proof read documents and put into Spanish for us.
