Principal’s report included notes from the first meeting of the School Improvement Team, 9/6/07; Also agenda and notes attached from 2nd SIT Meeting 10/4/07.  Six parents sit on this team.  Calendar showing Language arts and reading Assessment dates attached.  School wide data to be presented at next SIT meeting. Teacher Assistants have been hired this year to close the gap between reading and math.  Note ESOL population is growing (40 students currently). Special night for BBES and MD City Elem. ESOL parents to be10/25/07; Talent Development Information Night is 10/29/07. Note staff development calendar attached - all related to math and reading and PBIS.

8. Committee Reports/Updates:


a. Membership Report (Christine Ritter)– 223 PTA members; this is close to the State and National goals.  Looking for contest ideas to increase membership: possible pizza party for each class that has a certain percentage of PTA membership; put teachers in drawing for class with most participation; have a table at the lobby during Parent teacher conferences; thermometer to show our goals to sit in lobby; make sure to highlight how their joining helps our students!  

b. Market Day (Leanne Lindrose) - $3300 ordered from 1st month. We profited 10% of that; first pick up is 10/11; next order due by 11/01/07. 


c. Kidstuff Coupon Books (Marci Bellofatto)– in process of being labeled to go home; $25 each.


d. Schoolkids Supply kits (Sonya Sutter) - a survey is suggested for those that purchased kits this past year asking what name brand they preferred; what name brand would they like to see on future lists; should we repeat this service for next school year? Contract to sign for next school year due by 12/31/07 in order to receive discount. 

e. Fall Festival (Cherlynn Venit, Barbie Reyda)– pre-ticket sales did not appear positive; however in the end we are right on with expenses; made more money on income and concessions still coming in; will possibly make the $500 hoping for. One parent commented the slide cost too much ($1 for one slide); need more parents to make calls for raffle items; prizes were great; really could benefit from a committee of parents to pursue volunteers to help work the festival; (Girls Scouts; National Honor Society; Boy Scouts; Ft. Meade partnership); hope to plan starting in February ‘08; maybe have each grade take on a booth and plan and organize and man the booth.


f. Skate Night (Chris Bobrick)– last year we had small showing for each night; still, though, an interest is out there; Chris Bobrick willing to  head up, establish dates and coordinate; more info to come.


g. Restaurant Shuffle (Eileen Flage) – do not have amount from 1st Chick-Fil-A Shuffle night, yet; 2nd Shuffle on Oct. 24 confirmed for Red Hot and Blue.

h. Movie Night (Karen Young)– Oct. 29 from 7-9pm. Ballot will be created and go out to the student body to vote; Possibly to have students dress up for movie night; volunteers have already been recruited; popcorn, juice boxes, sodas to be sold.


i. Holiday Shop (Callie Booth, Shirley Eng, Kimberley Daniels) – Committee has already consulted and begun preliminary planning; can use same room as last year per Ms. Briscoe; want to use same contact from last year to order materials however he no longer works out of a store; no stock on hand; PTA concerned about issues of storage of any leftovers; what to do with items we can’t return/broken items? Cherlynn to contact Committee and share these concerns to determine if this can be addressed so can move forward.

j. Winter Fun Night (Tammi Rolle, Renee Milligan) – written update distributed; still finalizing all the events; some new events; will order new materials needed; have gone through last year’s materials; contacting organizations for donations; Cherlynn will send list of volunteers that have already signed up; Renee and Tammi will send out request for additional volunteers; Nov. 30 is Winter Fun Night.

k. Cultural Arts (Patty Candella) - Blue Sky Puppet Theater coming in October; also, Artist in residence, Kevin Reece to create huge mobile to hang in Media; Mrs. Ward writing grant to help support this program; Zoo mobile coming to do show s for K-2; in January, an author will work with our Librarian; Patty working on grants due in by end of October– one more residency grant and two show grants. These are same grants we received last year. Looking to find an organization that would focus on physical fitness (to bring in for the students); anyone with ideas to let Patti know. Note the $500 PTA puts out for each grade for field trips is to cover the overall cost of field trip for parents in general. County will help cover costs of any students in need. Also, in order for PTA to support a Spanish club, must have a parent volunteer; must continue to offer scholarships for those that are in need; this is why currently not running; Other possibility would be for our elementary school to offer an after school Spanish Program and assign staff member to sponsor.

l. CAC Report (Chris Bobrick) - Foreign Language programs in elementary schools being proposed as soon as next year but need to find teachers; working on middle and high school academy type programs (ie. Meade bringing in NASA); Nov. 8 at 7pm is school wide CAC; Meade cluster is looking to do uniforms for entire Meade cluster which will include MD City and Brock Bridge; survey to go out at November Parent Conferences.
